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Construction traffic control comes to downtown

Havre—Beginning Monday morning, traffic through downtown Havre will be diverted to two
single lanes of travel on First Street from 7th Avenue westward. Travel will be on the
southernmost lanes, as it has been on the west end of the project through the winter.

This marks the beginning of the Phase 3 section of the project that will result in an enhanced
new look for Havre’s major thoroughfare. Phase 1 was completed last November. More than
half of the underground utility work is complete in the Phase 2 segment on the west end.

Over the next two weeks or so, all the remaining asphalt in the construction zone will be milled
off. Travel through Havre on Highway 2 will remain on gravel until the completion of all
utility work.

Sidewalks in the section from 7th Avenue to Montana Avenue will also be removed. On-street
parking will be prohibited in the construction zone.

A complete discussion of the scheduled construction for spring of 2008 will be presented at a
public meeting March 5 at 9 a.m. at the Hill County Electric/Triangle Telephone Hospitality
Room at the east end of the building. Anyone can attend. Information about the construction
schedule is available at www.us2havre.com.
