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2nd Avenue closure expected

Havre—The road closure for the rehabilitation of Havre Beneath the Streets is expected to shift from
3rd Avenue to 2nd Avenue. Third Avenue has been closed to through traffic since August 16, during the
reconstruction of walls and sidewalk to shore up the historic downtown attraction. Second Avenue will
be closed for several weeks while this phase of the project is completed.

Nelcon crews are continuing the placement of the large concrete pipe storm drain on the west end of
the US-2 Havre construction project.

“We appreciate the patience and understanding that people have shown with the changes in business
access,” said Sam Weyers, project manager. Weyers said his crews hope to get the parking lot at
McDonald’s restored as soon as possible, but there is still work to be done.  Soil dewatering also
continues near McDonald’s.

On the east end of the project, sidewalks, curbs and gutters are being placed, working towards 8th Ave.
