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Sewer line install set to begin Monday

project, and that will become increasingly evident in the next week as work begins on sewer line
installation in the downtown area. Nelcon crews are expected to begin the sewer installation on Monday
proceeding both east and west froftAtenue near Hometowiideo.

This week crews were in the process of installing vacuum dewatering devices in the stretch ftom IGA
US Bank.The extensive preparations for the sewer installation also require bypass pumping, which will
be in position by the end of this week.

The sewer utility will eventually go well into théAvenue intersectiohe major impact for motorists

will likely be at the 8 Avenue and 7 Avenue crossings. It will take an estimated two weeks for crews

to reach " Avenue. OWhen we get to 7th, ficaivill be restricted,O project manager Safkyers said.

OWe hope to keep at least one lane open at all times, with flaggers, but crossing the intersection in front
of the viaduct will be challengingrhe sewer line takes up most of the south-bound lanes, and the crews
need room for the excavators,O he explained.

OVe will have to reroute truck triad,O added Gary Bgof the Montana Department Bfansportation.
OThere won®e enough room for trucks to turn left or right.O

On the west end, water main work is scheduled for the south lanes. Preparations for the water main
installation are also underway

street parking is allowed in the construction zones.
