Crews will work as quickly as possibly to restore
normal access to the viaduct that takes motorists north to CaNattd for flaggers controlling the
travelway which may be limited to a single lane at timEsick trafic may be routed around the
intersection while the progress of the excavation limits the available turning radius.

Crews will have to return to the bus} Avenue intersection again for installation of a water main, and
then again later to tie in the final utilitthe storm sewerSince the sanitary sewer is the deepest of the
three, this first excavation is expected to have the most impact on north-south travel.

Along the north side of the work zone downtown, access to pedestrian walkways is limited to the
intersections. Contact local businesses to ask about alternate access, if available. No on-street parking is
allowed in the construction zones.

On the west end of the construction project, water main installation in the south side lanes of US
Highway 2 is expected to begin in the next week oifsaffic will be routed to the north side lanes
around the end of next week, after crews lay a new gravel surface along the north side.
