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Water main excavation will shift traffic lanes

Havre—Gravel placement is expected to be complete by the end of this week on the north side lanes of 
the US-2 project’s west end in Havre. When the gravel surface is in, utility crews will begin work on the 
water main in the south lanes between the west end of the project and 6th Avenue West. Vehicle travel 
that has been restricted to the two southernmost lanes since last spring will shift to the north side of the 
roadway. The change in traffic control is expected to begin on Monday. 

In the downtown section, 4th Avenue will stay closed until the sanitary sewer line is in place up to 3rd 
Avenue, due to the necessary location of bypass pumping equipment at the manhole. The sewer 
connection at the 7th Avenue intersection has faced some slight delays. “We’ve been concerned about the 
challenges at 7th throughout the planning,” said Nelcon project manager Sam Weyers, “That intersection 
is a tough spot, with existing overhead lights and buried utilities including a large storm drain crossing. 
The large diameter steel pipe had to be sectioned out and then replaced with another piece. All of this 
will be replaced with 8’ x 5’ box pipe when permanent storm drains are placed later in this same area.” 

Work on the sanitary sewer line between IGA and 7th Avenue is expected to continue through about mid-
April. Weyers added that progress is going as planned with all operations so far. 

Along the north side of the work zone downtown, access to pedestrian walkways is limited to the 
intersections. Contact local businesses to ask about available alternate access. No on-street parking is 
allowed in the construction zones. 

Information regarding construction will be provided at the weekly public meeting April 9 at 9 a.m. at the 
Hill County Electric/Triangle Telephone Hospitality Room at the east end of the building. Anyone can 
attend.
