Concrete paving will begin next week on the east end

Havre— Be alert for changes in traffic control on US Highway 2 as concrete surface work
begins on the Phase 1 section of the project between 22nd Avenue East and 8th Avenue East.

Crews from Concrete Placing Company of Boise, Idaho, will begin laying Portland Cement
Concrete Pavement down the middle of the roadway starting Monday, August 27.

“We believe placing the center portion first will provide the traveling public and local
businesses with the least amount of inconvenience while providing the best possible product,”
said Mike Burke, project manager for the subcontractor.

As much as possible, paving will be done at night. But the newly placed concrete requires at
least two days to mature, so traffic will not be able to cross the highway except at either end of
the Phase 1 section.

“The elimination of construction joints will result in a smoother surface and require less long-
term maintenance,” Burke explained.

The plan at this time is for motorists to be able cross to the other side of US-2 by making U-
turns at 22nd and 8th Avenues. Westbound travel will be in a single lane on the north side of the
roadway and eastbound traffic in a single lane on the south side. Please be alert for flaggers
and changes in the traffic channels, as construction plans are subject to change.

A meeting is scheduled for 10 a.m. on Friday, August 24, with Montana Department of
Transportation, Nelcon, Inc., City of Havre, Concrete Placing Company and other
subcontractors as necessary.  All significant changes will be brought forward at that time.

The next public meeting to provide
project updates will be held August 29th at 9 a.m. at the Hill County Electric/Triangle
Telephone Hospitality Room at the east end of the building. Anyone can attend. Information

All businesses remain accessible. US-2 through Havre will remain closed to loads over 12 feet
wide.
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
